Sample Itinerary

Day 1 U.S. / Guayaquil
Fly to Guayaquil, Ecuador, and transfer
to the Hilton Colon. (Meals Aloft)

Day 2 Guayaquil / Baltra / Santa
Cruz: Puerto Ayora Fly to the
Galapagos Islands. On arrival in
Baltra, meet our private guide, who
accompanies us to our villa. Following
lunch, visit Charles Darwin Station to
see the world-famous giant tortoises,
including “Lonesome George,” the
last of his species. Stroll through
Puerto Ayora before returning to the
villa for cocktails and dinner. (B,L,D)

Day 3 Bartolomé Island Take a
speed boat to Bartolomé Island, famous
for Pinnacle Rock, wonderful volcanic

views, pioneer plants, the Galapagos
penguins and a beautiful golden beach.
After walking along Bartolomé’s trails,
head into the water, swimming with
diverse marine life. (B,L,D)

Day 4 Santa Cruz Highlands In
the lush highlands of Santa Cruz we
pass through the remains of a scalesia
forest en route to see the Galapagos
tortoises in their natural habitat. Here
we may also find the colorful
vermilion flycatcher. After a tasty
barbecue lunch, explore one of the
wonders of the highlands ... a lava
tunnel. (B,L,D)

Day 5 Isabela Island Isabela is the
largest island in the Galapagos and
features five active volcanoes. Just
outside the small, colorful village of
Puerto Villamil we mount the horses
which take us all the way to Sierra

Negra volcano (the second
largest caldera in the world).
Enjoy a picnic with wonderful
views of the volcano and

the northern part of Isabela.
Returning to town, visit the
Isabela Tortoise Rearing
Center and stop for ice cream.
(B,L,D)

Day 6 Tortuga Bay or

South Plaza Island Head

to one of the most beautiful
beaches in the islands, known
throughout the world as “Tortuga
Bay” — named after the turtles which
used to nest here many years ago.
Enjoy the clear water, swimming,
snorkeling, sunbathing
and relaxing, with lunch
on the beach. Interesting
Galapagos wildlife such

as pelicans, frigatebirds,
ghostcrabs and marine
iguanas can be found
here. As an alternative,
we may choose to travel
one hour by boat to South
Plaza Island. This is a small
uplifted island covered by
low, red vegetation called
sesuviem and is home to a large sea
lion colony, as well as land iguanas.
Walking along the cliffs we see many
sea birds. After walking, go snorkeling
to enjoy swimming with sea lions and
sometimes turtles. (B,L,D)

Day 7 North Seymour Island / Santa

Cruz: Bachas Beach Following
an early breakfast, depart for North
Seymour Island and Bachas
Beach. North Seymour Island
is the only place we see male
frigatebirds showing their

big red pouch. This is also

a great place to spot blue-
footed boobies, gulls, marine
iguanas and fur seals. After

our adventure, return to the
boat to change clothes and

go snorkeling, coming face to
face with countless tropical fish
and sometimes little sharks.

Following lunch, we navigate to
beautiful white coral Bachas Beach
on the northern side of Santa Cruz.
Around this sea turtle nesting site, we
also see a flamingo lagoon, marine
iguanas, mockingbirds and pelicans.
Of course, we will also enjoy the
wonderful beach and its clear warm
water! (B,L,D)

Day 8 Santa Cruz / Baltra /
Guayaquil This is our last morning

in the Galapagos. Mid-morning

say goodbye to the staff who have
become our friends! We depart for the
airport on Baltra to board our flight
back to mainland Ecuador. We are
met on arrival and enjoy a city tour
before retiring to our hotel for the
evening, or transfer to the airport if an
overnight flight back to the U.S. was
selected. Our accommodation is again
the Hilton Colén. (B,L)
